I feel pleased in submitting the annual report of NITTTR Kolkata for the financial year

Education & Training 

 

One of the prime purposes of the Institute is to improve the technical education system within the country in general 

and in the Eastern and North Eastern States in particular.  In order to fulfil the above objective, since its inception, the 

Institute conducts Short Term Training Programmes (STTP) for sensitizing largely the polytechnic faculty in cutting 

edge technologies. In this respect, there is an attempt always to update the systems and laboratories to keep pace with 

the changing sophistication of technology. As a part of fulfilling this objective, number of workshops were arranged at 

Bhubaneswar, Guwahati, Patna and Kolkata during 2014-15 to get the information about training needs in different 

regions of the country. The Institute conducted short term training programs in 107 courses in technical and management 

subjects during the period under reference. These programmes were attended by 3003 no. of participants against the 

target of 2200 no. of participants engaged in teaching and other academic activities in various polytechnic and 

engineering colleges across the country. 

 

As a part of National Mission on Education through Information and Communication Technology, the Institute prepared 

the contents and there were 13 STTPs conducted through ICT mode during the year under reference.    

 

The Institute has been conducting four full time M. Tech. courses in Manufacturing Technology, Mechatronics 

Engineering, Multimedia & Software Systems and Structural Engineering. Fifty six students successfully completed the 

M. Tech. programmes during the year under review. 

 

Curriculum Development 

 

Curriculum Development Centre of the Institute prepares new curricula and revises curricula of diploma courses for 

polytechnics of different states as per demand.  
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Learning Resources Development 

 

Learning Resources Centre (LRC) of the Institute has produced theme-based video capsules (20 as targeted). The 

produced video capsules have been telecast by the Gyan Darshan Channel.  

 

Research & Development 

 

Total number of faculty in the Institute is only 24.  In spite of this small group of faculty who are engaged not only in 

teaching but also in extra academic activities, total 16 number of technical papers have been published in international 

and national journals, conferences, seminars and workshop proceedings.     

 

Extension Services & Consultancy 

 

The Institute being a nodal agency for monitoring and implementation of the scheme Community Development through 

Polytechnic (CDTP) and as also the scheme Integrating Persons with Disabilities (PWD) in the mainstream of Technical 

and Vocational Education Scheme successfully discharged its duties.   

 

During the year under report, among various infrastructure development activities, following are the highlights:  

a) Overall Campus beautification 

b) Improvement of Drinking water facility  

c) Modernization of Laboratories and Classrooms: Thirteen ceiling mounted LCD projectors have been installed 

to equip all the M.Tech. classrooms and classrooms for Short Term training Programme (STTP) along with the 

existing classrooms in the two Extension Centers – Bhubaneswar and Guwahati. Two motorized projection 

screens have been also installed in the new Board Room and the new Director’s Chamber. All classrooms and 

Laboratories of all departments have been furnished with latest version of computers. All faculty members are 

having latest laptop and printers. In addition, these gadgets have also been provided to key staff members. 

d) Infrastructure Development / Modernization: All the existing rooms of Executive Hostel have been now 

renovated & well furnished, each with a television, refrigerator, AC, geyser, while Wi-Fi connection has been 

in the process. 

e) Initiatives for total Wi-Fi enabled campus are being taken.  

 

Although, the above accomplishments are not spectacular by themselves, they should nevertheless be considered as 

insignificant in the light of the constraints of inadequate faculty and staff for over a decade. In the years to come, we 

are hopeful to accomplish more with the valuable guidance of our Chairman Mr. Arun Kumar Saha to project the 

Institute as a model Teachers’ Training Institute and nodal center for skill development.

(A) Executive Hostel:
