| feel pleased in submitting the annual report of
NITTTR Kolkata for the financial year 2017-18 for
kind perusal and consideration of the honourable
stakeholders of our Institute. The report contains
inter alia the financial statements cast in formats
approved by the Ministry of HRD, Govt. of India.

In this year, the Institute conducted 198 short term
training programs (STTPs) in different technical
and managerial subjects. These programmes were
attended by 5174 Trainees engaged in teaching and
other academic activities in various polytechnic
and engineering degree colleges located across the
country. Further, as a part of National Mission on
Education through Information and
communication Technology, the Institute prepared
the contents and conducted 04 STTPs through ICT
mode which was attended 500 participants. Also,
the Institute offers full time M. Tech courses in
Manufacturing Technology, Mechatronics
Engineering, Multimedia and Software Systems
and Structural Engineering. In this year, 56
students received their M. Tech degrees.

The Institute organized 16 workshops to revise
course curriculum for states like Sikkim, Manipur
and Mizoram and NBA related activities, while it
produced 20 educational video films for the
nationwide broadcast by the Gyan Darshan
Channel of Doordarshan.

To create common platform to determine the actual
needs of the North Eastern states and to make
desired future plan, we conducted 3™ Regional

Workshop on “Technical Education for North
Eastern States” on 20 and 21 April at Dirang,
Arunachal Pradesh which was attended by around
30 Principals of Polytechnic from different parts of
the north-eastern region and other dignitaries.

I am proud to inform that the Institute jointly
organized the prestigious ACM International
Collegiate Programming Contest, Asia Region,
Kanpur-Kolkata Site-2017 with JIS University,
Kolkata and CSJM University, Kanpur on 23 and
24 December 2017.

Beside all these events, the Institute successfully
celebrated many events like 3™ Regional
Workshop on Technical Education system in North
Eastern States (20-21 April 2017), World
Environment Day (5 June 2017), International
Yoga Day (21 June 2017), Independence Day (15
August 2017), Swacch Bharat Pakhwada (1-25
September  2017), Rashtriya Ekta Diwas
(31October 2017), Regional Workshop on Quality
and sustainability TVET (24-26 October 2017),
International Seminar on Skills in TVET for
Sustainability (27 October 2017), National
Education Day (11 November 2017), Blood
Donation Camp and Health Check Up (24
November 2017), Constitution Day (26 November
2017), Meeting on Unnat Bharat Abhiyan (21

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About Us

National Institute of Technical Teachers’ Training & Research (NITTTR), Kolkata was established
in 1965 as Technical Teachers’ Training Institute (TTTI), Calcutta at the premises of Jnan Chandra
Ghosh Polytechnic, Calcutta. This was the first of four such regional Institutes (other three being at
Chandigarh, Bhopal and Chennai) established by then Department of Education, Govt. of India as
fully centrally funded autonomous institution. Since 1980, the Institute is located at Salt Lake City.
The primary focus of the Institute is to provide in-service training to the teachers and staff of Degree
and Diploma level technical institutions and conduct activities related to the quality improvement of
the technical education system of the country. NITTTR, Kolkata has been actively involved in
improvement of quality of the technical education system in various states including those in the
north-east through innovative academic interventions, providing assistance to policy makers at the
national and state levels, in formulation of educational plans, projects and their implementation in
the fast changing scenario. The Institute has also established two extension centres at Guwahati (in
1999) and at Bhubaneswar (in 2000) for reaching out to its clients in North-Eastern states and Odisha
respectively. By virtue of working closely over the last few decades, this institute has developed a
thorough understanding of the technical educational needs of the states in the eastern region including
those in the North-east. In recognition of its contribution towards development of excellence in the
technical education system, Government of India, in October 2003, accorded National status to the
Institute along with its 3 sister institutes located at Chandigarh, Bhopal & Chennai and renamed them
as National Institute of Technical Teachers’ Training & Research.

Some of the notable national level projects in which the Institute is associated are Nodal agency to
Centrally Sponsored Community Development through Polytechnic Scheme, Designing &
conducting AICTE sponsored “Induction Training Programme” for fresh teachers of engineering
colleges and polytechnics, facilitating implementation of centrally sponsored Scheme for Integrating
Persons with Disabilities (PWD) in the Mainstream of Technical & Vocational Education etc.

The focal activities of the Institute are Short Term Training, Curriculum Development, Learning
Resources Development, Research in the field of Technical Education System, Educational
Management and Extension Services. Besides regular activities, the Institute has been offering, since
2003, AICTE approved M. Tech. Degree Programme in ‘Manufacturing Technology’, affiliated to
WBUT. During 2005-2006 two more M. Tech. Programmes namely ‘Multimedia & Software
Systems’ and ‘Mechatronics’ Engineering were started. The M. Tech. Programme in ‘Structural
Engineering’ has been introduced since 2011-2012. The Institute has highly qualified faculty and
excellent infrastructural support in the form of well-equipped laboratories, Integrated Computer
Centre (ICC), Library Welding Centre, CAD/CAM centre and other resources. At present this
Institution is focusing among others, Technical Teachers’ Training through ICT Mode.

client system, covering the entire gamut of technical, vocational and management education,
at regional as also at national levels.

Figure 2 shows the comparative study on the number of participants in STTPs held in last 5 years. It has been observed
that there is less number of participants attended in STTPs as compared to the previous years. Based on the high
participation rate in STTPs in 2015-16, the Institute kept a high target in 2016-17. Through critical analysis it has been
realized that the high participation is due to orientation programmes for newly inducted faculty members in
some states and might not to be achievable every year. Thus, this year the target of participants was kept about
6% less than the previous year but 27% more than 2015-16 to see the maximum achievable number of
participants. It has been observed that the number has been increased with respect to 2015-16 but less than
previous year.

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Venue-wise distribution of the number of STTPs under different modes over last 5 years is shown in
Figure 5 while that of the number of participants attended the programme is shown in Figure 6. From
both the figures, it is seen that there is a steady increase on the number of programmes except that of
training conducted under ICT mode. On analysis, it is observed that participants preferred to attend
contact mode training programmes, instead of ICT mode trainings and the shortfall of holding ICT
based training is also due to poor internet connectivity in NE Region.

We have audited the attached Balance Sheet of the National Institute of
Technical Teachers® Training and Research (NITTTR), Kolkata as at 31 March
2018, the Income and Expenditure Account and Receipts and Payments Account
for the year ended on that date under Section 20(1) of the Comptroller and
Auditor General’s (Duties, Power and Conditions of Service) Act, 1971. The
audit has been entrusted for the period upto 2017-18. These financial statements
include the accounts of two Extension Centres of the Institute. These financial
statements are the responsibility of the Institute’s Management. Our
responsibility is to express an opinion on these financial statements based on our
audit.

2 This Separate Audit Report contains the comments of the Comptroller &
Auditor General of India (CAG) on the accounting treatment only with regard to
classification, conformity with the best accounting practices. accounting
standards and disclosure norms, etc. Audit observations on financial transactions
with regard to compliance with the Law, Rules and Regulations (Propriety and
Regularity) and efficiency-cum-performance aspects. etc., if any. are reported
through Inspection Reports/CAG’s Audit Reports separately.

3 We have conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards
generally accepted in India. These standards require that we plan and perform
the audit to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements
are free from material misstatements. An audit includes examining, on a test
basis, evidence supporting the amounts and disclosures in the financial

statements. An audit also includes assessing the accounting principles used and

A. Balance Sheet
11 Assets

1.1.1 Fixed Assets (Schedule-4): ¥32.06 crore

a) The above head was overstated by 2.22 crore due to inclusion of
Advances to CPWD under Capital Work-in-progress. This also resulted in
understatement of Loans, Advances and Deposits (Schedule-8) by X2.22 crore.

b) The above head was overstated by ¥5.33 lakh due to inclusion of
software of one year validity under Intangible Assets instead of charging to

Income and Expenditure Account. This also led to the overstatement of Corpus
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Fund (Schedule-1) by ¥5.33 lakh Further, Excess of Income over Expenditure
was understated by 32.13 lakh due to charging of depreciation @ 40 percent on
the value of assets of I5.33 lakh.

B. Income and Expenditure Account

2.1 Expenditure

2.1.1 Repairs and Maintenance (Schedule-19): 1.15 crore

The above head was overstated by ¥7.37 lakh due to inclusion of maintenance
charges of ¥9.47 lakh for three lifts for 36 months instead of apportioning the
charge as cight months for the year 2017-18 and rest 28 months under Prepaid
Expenses. This led to the understatement of Excess of Income over Expenditure
by ¥7.37 lakh.

2.2 Income

2.2.1 Grants/Subsidies (Schedule-10): ¥37.09 crore

In contravention of Format of Accounts prescribed by MHRD, the above head
included income amount as I37.09 crore instead of income corresponding to
matching revenue expenditure of ¥21.08 crore. This resulted in overstatement of
above head and Excess of Income over Expenditure by Z16.01 crore.

C. Provident Fund Account

3.1 Liabilities: 39.26 crore

The head was overstated by ¥1.34 lakh due to booking of higher rate of interest

under the head Interest Credited. This also resulted in overstatement of assets by

Z1.34 lakh.
D. General
4.1 Despite mention in previous year’s Audit Report, no impact on annual

accounts was disclosed in the Notes to Accounts due to change of method of

depreciation from Written Down Value to Straight Line method since the year
2014-15 as per Accounting Standard-5.

4.2 No retirement benefits on actuarial method were provided in the annual
accounts in contravention to Accounting Standard-15.

E. Grants-in-aid

The Institute is mainly financed by grants from the Government of India. During
the year 2017-18, the Institute had unspent balance of previous year of 14.35
crore (NER grants Z8.62 crore) adjusting 26.35 lakh with closing balance of
Z14.08 crore of the previous year and further received ¥25.24 crore (NER grants
Z50 lakh). Out of total grants of 39.58 crore, the Institute utilised I25.89 crore
(NER grant 51.77 lakh) leaving an unspent grant of ¥13.69 crore (NER grants
Z8.60 crore) excluding receivable grant ¥27.86 crore for the year 2017-18.

F. Net Effect

The net effect of the comments given in the preceding paragraphs is that the
both the Assets and Liabilities of the Institute are overstated by ¥5.33 lakh as at
31 March 2018 and the Excess of Income over Expenditure was overstated by
Z15:92 crore for the year ended 31March 2018. Further, assets and liabilities of
Provident Fund was overstated by 1.34 lakh as at 31 March 2018.

G. Management Letter

Deficiencies not included in the Audit Report have been brought to the notice of
the Director, NITTTR, Kolkata through a management letter issued separately

for remedial/corrective action.
