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Abstract

The abstract must be a concise yet comprehensive reflection of what is in your article. In particular, the abstract must be self-contained, without abbreviations, footnotes, or references. It should be a microcosm of the full article. The abstract must be between 200–250 words. Be sure that you adhere to these limits; otherwise, you will need to edit your abstract accordingly. The abstract must be written as one paragraph, and should not contain displayed mathematical equations or tabular material. The abstract should include three or four different keywords or phrases, as this will help readers to find it. It is important to avoid over-repetition of such phrases as this can result in a page being rejected by search engines. Ensure that your abstract reads well and is grammatically correct. It should state clearly the objectives, scope and results of the work presented. 
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1. Main Text
Introduce the paper here, and put a nomenclature if necessary, in a box with the same font size as the rest of the paper. The paragraphs continue from here and are only separated by headings, subheadings, images, tables, flowcharts, graphs, equations and formulae. The section headings are arranged by numbers, bold and 12 pt. Here follows further instructions for authors. Use Arial/Times New Roman font.
The total word count should not exceed 10000 words.
1.1 Structure
Files must be in MS Word only.Figures and tables should be embedded and not supplied separately. 
Please make sure that you use as much as possible normal fonts in your documents. To avoid unnecessary errors you are strongly advised to use the ‘spellchecker’ function of MS Word. Follow this order when typing manuscripts: Title, Authors, Affiliations, Abstract, Keywords, Main text (including figures and tables), Acknowledgements, References, Appendix. Collate acknowledgements in a separate section at the end of the article and do not include them on the title page, as a footnote to the title or otherwise.
Bulleted lists may be included and should look like this:

1.2 Tables
All tables should be numbered with Arabic numerals. Every table should have a caption. Headings should be placed above tables, left justified. Only horizontal lines should be used within a table, to distinguish the column headings from the body of the table, and immediately above and below the table. Tables must be embedded into the text and not supplied separately.
1.3 Section headings
Section headings should be left justified, bold, with the first letter capitalized and numbered consecutively, starting with the Introduction. Sub-section headings should be in capital and lower-case italic letters, numbered 1.1, 1.2, etc, and left justified, with second and subsequent lines indented. All headings should have a minimum of three text lines after them before a page or column break. Ensure the text area is not blank except for the last page.
1.4 Construction of references
References must be listed at the end of the paper. Authors should ensure that every reference in the text appears in the list of references and vice versa. Indicate references by [1,2] or [1] in the text. Some examples of how your references should be listed are given here.

2.   General guidelines for the preparation of your text
Avoid hyphenation at the end of a line. Symbols denoting vectors and matrices should be indicated in bold type. Scalar variable names should normally be expressed using italics. Weights and measures should be expressed in SI units. All abbreviations or symbols must be defined when first mentioned, other than abstract.

2.1 Types of Graphics
The following list outlines the different types of graphics to be shown. They are categorized based on their construction, and use of color / shades of gray:

Color/Grayscale figures

 Figures that are meant to appear in color, or shades of black/gray. Such figures may include photographs, 
illustrations, multicolor graphs, and flowcharts.

Line Art figures

Figures that are composed of only black lines and shapes. These figures should have no shades or half-tones of gray, only black and white.

Tables, Charts, etc.
Data charts which are typically black and white, but sometimes include color. Number illustrations consecutively in the order of appearance and refer to them as Fig. 1, Figs 2 to 4, or Figure 1 represents, etc. Avoid sideways illustrations. Photographs should be of good quality contrast. Do not include colored illustrations. Figure lettering should be approximately the same size as the text. Make sure that illustrations borrowed or adapted from another source are properly acknowledged.
2.2  Abbreviations and Acronyms
Define abbreviations and acronyms the first time they are used in the text, even after they have already been defined in the abstract.
3.   Conclusion
After the main text & before the references, the paper must have a clear conclusion to highlight the major findings. It should also include the limitations of the work and scope for further research. The purpose of conclusion is to review the main points of the paper, hence, do not replicate the abstract as the conclusion. A conclusion might elaborate on the importance of the work or suggest applications and extensions.
